Youth Entering/Re-entering
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The caseworker must make an 
initial home visit with the youth 
in his/her placement  and 
explain YAVFC requirements. 

 

Eligibility verification form 
due.

Youth must sign the YAVFC 
Agreement once eligibility 

has been verified.

Initial PWSP Due

Complete a non-CPS intake 
in  MiSACWIS and assign to a 
caseworker. The intake must 
be linked to the most 
recently closed foster care 
case.

File YAVFC Petition.

  Case Review/Semi-
Annual Transition Meeting 
facilitated by neutral party

· Provide the youth 
with an eligibility 
verification form.

· Assess living 
arrangement for 
safety and 
appropriateness.
