We have received your application for IV-D child support services. 

It appears you may be applying for services to establish or change paternity (legal fatherhood) for the child(ren) named in your application. We have reviewed your application and our own records, and it appears the child(ren) may already have a legal father. Therefore, we have recorded your application in our computer system, but we will not take further action at this time. 

Governor Rick Snyder signed the Revocation of Paternity Act (the Act) on June 12, 2012. That Act allows certain individuals to file actions with the court to challenge paternity of a child even when that child may already have a legal father. Because of the passage of that Act, the Office of Child Support is currently reviewing its policies in the area of paternity establishment services under Title IV-D of the federal Social Security Act. That review will be complete in the coming months. When it is complete, we will determine the IV-D services we can provide to you.

Filing a IV-D application with our office is not the same as filing an action with the court, as described in the Revocation of Paternity Act. The Act limits the time frame for parties to file an action with the court; therefore, you may need to take action right away. To protect any rights you may have under the Act, you should obtain the advice of an attorney now and not rely solely on the action of our office. 

Thank you for your application. We will take the appropriate steps on your application after our review of the Act is complete. We apologize for the delay.
